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Georgia is a sovereign state in the Caucasus region of Eurasia. Located at the crossroads of Western Asia and Eastern
Europe, it is bounded to the west by the Black Sea, to the north by Russia, to the south by Turkey and Armenia, and to the
southeast by Azerbaijan. The capital of Georgia is Thilisi. Georgia covers a territory of 69,700 km? and its population is

almost 4.7 million. Georgia is a unitary, semi-presidential republic, with the government elected through a representative
democracy.

Ethnic Georgians call themselves Kartvelebi, their land Sakartvelo — meaning "a land of Kartvelians", and their language
Kartuli.

Georgia is a member of the Council of Europe and the GUAM Organization for Democracy and Economic Development.

The growing U.S.A. and European Union influence in Georgia, notably through proposed EU and NATO membership.
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
